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Basic Welding:  This course is the basic foundation for all other 8th grade welding classes.  It will focus on basic concepts and procedures for MIG and OXY welding.  Students will be required to complete certified welds in the shop as well as design and construct a project.  A materials fee is required.

Industrial Technology:  Students in this course will be required to build CO2 cars, Rockets, Bridges and Towers.  This class will challenge all students to engineer these projects to meet specifications.  Students will need to purchase a CO2 car kit for this class.

Welding I & II:  This is a two-quarter course designed for students who enjoy welding and working with metal fabrication.  Students will be required to complete a comprehensive list of welds using MIG, OXY and ARC welders during the first quarter, after which students will then be responsible for designing and manufacturing major projects of their choice or working on class projects.  Students should expect all projects to be at an advanced level.  A lab fee is required and students building their own projects need to purchase materials as needed.

Outdoor Education:  In this class students will learn about outdoor survival skills as well as life-long outdoor activities.  Topics will include:  fishing, shelter building, fire starting, fly-tying, canoing, camp stoves cooking, bow fishing and archery.  Each topic area will have a required skills test.  During the course students will have the opportunity to test skills outside and on a day trip to the river, lake or mountains.  A materials fee is needed along with a coffee can.

Advanced Metal Shop & Fabrication:  This is the highest level of metal shop a student can achieve at DMS.  The course consists of independently motivated students who excel in welding and metals.  Design and construction of larger scale projects will be the focus.  To enroll in this course students must have completed Basic Welding, Welding I & II or visit with Mr. Lewis and pass a required pre entry skills test.  Once enrolled students will fabricate projects such as trailers or go-karts, students can also build personal projects of their choice.  A lab fee is required and students building their own projects need to purchase materials as needed.
