GENERAL SHOP RULES & GUIDELINES

The following are rules and guidelines for all metals and computer technology classes.  It is “expected” that all students understand and follow the rules.  Failure to do so will result in:

1. Student warning

2. Additional cleaning

3. Parent contact / Principal contact

4. Removal from class

ATTENDENCE:  Students are expected to be on time!  Classes are short and we have clean up that takes time away from each period.  Therefore, it is very important that we start class as soon as possible.  Late students may miss demonstrations and will be responsible for learning these at a later time.

ATTITUDE:  Having a positive attitude goes a long way towards having fun, learning, building friends and developing skills.  Many of the skills you will be required to learn don’t come easy.  You must maintain a positive attitude and work hard to achieve success.
MISSED SCHOOL:  Students who miss school are responsible for coming in before or after class to get all make up work.  This is the student’s responsibility not the teachers.  If the student doesn’t want to do this it will be their loss.  Students will be given two days to make up book work for each day missed.  As for projects, they will have a due date and it will be up to the student to make additional time before or after school to get caught up if needed.

EXTRA TIME:  Student will be given an appropriate amount of class time to complete projects.  It’s up to the student to use this time responsibly to complete all projects.  Only students who have missed school or have other good reasons for needing extra time can come in before or after school.  No extra time outside of class will be given otherwise!

RESPECT:  This is something that applies to people as well as toward projects or other students talents.  Not only must you respect the teacher and other students but be aware that not all students will have the same talents.  Therefore, some will have projects or skills that maybe below or above your level.  Respect this and don’t hurt feelings.
HOMEWORK:  Homework is not normally a part of most of metals or computer technology classes.  However, students are responsible for making up all missed class work.
SAFETY:  Safety is a very important part of every class.  Students must follow all safety rules.  No exceptions are made!  
WORK ETHIC:  Having a good work ethic is needed to do your best.  Students are expected to work hard to get the most out of each class.  Laziness will not be tolerated.
EQUIPMENT:  All tools and equipment are designed to do a specific job.  Make sure you are using all tools, computers and equipment in the correct manner.  If you break a tool that you were shown how to use, you will be buying it!
CLEAN UP:  This is the part of class that students probably like the least however, it is something that must be done everyday.  Get used to it, except it and “DO YOUR PART”
We start out with seven minutes for clean up, each day that I’m not happy with the clean up we increase the clean up time by five minutes.  When clean up time starts “STOP WORKING” and start cleaning!!
